a) Line and Periodic Inspections, Airworthiness Directives, Service Bulletins, Rigging changes, and all repairs
and alternations.

b) Accidents in which the aircraft is involved, whether major or minor.

¢) When repairs or alterations necessitate submission of FAA Form 337, an entry is to be made in this column
and the original of the Form 337 stapled at the back of this book.

d) All entries must be endorsed with the name, rating, and certificate number of either the FAA Repair Station
or the mechanic.
